during the rear. Omly four of these invelved a formal protest at the
Chief of Mission level and only twe resulted in ccrrespondence at
hiphcr than Chief of Missiaon leve]l. Soviel rsacbions 1o USMLM inci-
denls continued to be unpredicable. Howewer, as tie reflection of a
trend nored In recent years the degres of sericuansss with which the
Sovigts wiew an incident can generally be expeztad to he related Lo
the degres of involvement of the official Eant Serran repime. The
officlal Last Geofman--the VOPD, MES, or military--comtinues to he the
mast enthusisstic enforcer of restrictions. In mest degentions, an
M= apenl lurks womewhere in the 'I,'.smlgmu.n;'. BEnc AppesTs to be the
sgiteter for escalation, In the most serious ipcident of the year, s
tour headed by the Deputy Chiet of Mission was detsingd for over 3£
Bours and was restricted to che Mission flouse in Fotsdam for seven
days. &ll the ingredients for & seriows detention were in evidence--
ar. Bast Gervan tarpger osder observation, MES surveillonce, and bast
German military personnel meking the detentian. The anly other lnci-
dent which ceuld he elessified as serisus ‘rvolved 3 m:inos acoident
with a VDPO surveillance wehicle.

E.  {C) INCIDENTS AWD UETENLIONS

Following are summaries of incidents and detentioms which occurred

On the aftermoom of 5 February a tour wlth two offizees and on
cnlisted driver was deigined nesr Erfurt by Esest Geormen Air Forec
personnel. At the time of the detenzien the tour was sesking a suiz-
dble OF to observe jeint Sovict and East German eir activity in progress
at Bindersleben Airfield apd had insdvertentiy passed a Mission Re-
striction Sign. After a period during which the tour was threatened
and extensively photagraphed hy East ODerman militery persennel . the
Erfurt Kommendent arrived gt the detention site end after e discussion
uf the incident eseerted the teur te Leipzig. On the fullowing moru-
ing. Chief S5ERE arrived at the Leipzig Komeand:itura and met witn the
tour. The nlm'.tillg was alsc attended by the Eommendants from BFrfurt
and Leipzig and included the normal ewchange of mecusations and demials
Claiming that the incident could be resolved enly by the G5FG Chief of
Staff, ChieZ SFRE departed without releasing the touwr. Om the morsing
af 7 Februery, the tout was escorted =o Potsdsm Dy an offiger Fram the
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hommapdatura, Alse on the moming of 7 Febfusry, Chief USHLY met with
Chisf SEHB and received the First notifieatien of cthe incident, Agein
clajwing thal reselution of the problem required & decisicn of the GSFG
Chief of StefI, Chief SERE released the cour te “phe castody of (Liefl
USMLM", but refused to relurn accreditation documents. Inm etfwect, he
regtricted the tour to che Potsdam Miszaion liouse. Subgequently, the
actimm Taken on the detention included wo exchanpe of letiers by Lhe
CINC USAREUR and CINC SSFC and the imposition of retsliatory trzvel re
striction: on members of the Zoviet Military Liaason Mission in Fremik-
furt Firaily on 14 Fsbruery the documcnts af the restyicted tour
wure returned to Cnief USMLM at 3 meeting with Chied BEH8, The total
timz of dezention and restriction was approximately O days.

On 26 Jenuary A Lowr was detoiaed by che Volkspolized {WOPD) im
the vicimity of Eilemberg. The tour had been recounoitering the
western edge of the Torgsu PRA te determine the nature of Soviet acti-
vity in the area. llaving detected a VOPO surveillance wehicle, the
tour decided to reverse direction but while backing o negal iale &
turn, the VOO vehicle wwliendy nceelerated and strock the rear of the
tour vehicle, The collision was miner but che tour wes subsequently
blocked By VOPC vehicles and derained. Two Sovier afftcers arrised
froe the Leipzig kusmandatura and escorted the tour te Leipzig. At
Leipzig, the tomr was accused of having penetrated the Terges PRA.

The tour officer was denied the use of telephome facilitiss to call
USMLM T advise them of the incident. On the Ffollowing moming the
Leipzig Fomrandant peleased the tovr. He steted thaot a formal state-
ment wolld e forwarded through champels charging the vour with having
penelrated the Torgau PRA. A lefter of protest on the inrident wes
forwarded from the Chief of Staff GSFG o the (hisf of Staff USAZEUR
on 4 February. The toor wes detgined for approximately 14 hours,

Un 30 april a tour appruached the MNeuseddin rall siding 1o zheck
for militiry tail meverentz. An arped Soviet sentry postod on e
truin lomded with T-82 detected the presence of the touwr and fired
several warning shots inte the air. The tour left the area without
further incldent. Tt is doubtful chat the sentTy was able to identify
the Mixsion tour invelved.
